e Takel-44 E
Take exit 215 for OK-97 Toward Sapulpa/Sand Springs
Turn right at N 9*" St/OK-97
Turn left at E Dewey/Historic Route 66
Turn left at Mission
Turn right immediately at E Dewey

From Highway 75:
e Exit at Highway 117
® Go West
e Turn Right on S Mission
e Turn right at E Dewey

Parking:
Spectator Parking- Is available on the Northwest side of the high school campus. To alleviate congestion,

please turn East on Dewey and enter the spectator parking from the North.

Bus Parking- is available on the North side of campus behind Domino’s Pizza and Holmes Park Elementary.
We ask that buses enter the bus parking area using East Dewey and park on the North side of the campus.

Percussion Equipment Truck Parking and Prop unloading- is available in the parking lot West of the High
